Single sourcing—using a single document to generate

cross-platform printed documentation, online help files,
and Web pages—is now a practical reality, according to
Paul Neshamkin, guest speaker at the Middle Tennessee
Chapter’s  March 14 meeting.

“They said it couldn’t be done,” Neshamkin, a
certified Doc-To-Help trainer and consultant, told the
audience of about 30 chapter members and guests. But
Doc-to-Help and other single sourcing tools make it
possible to create a single source document that can be
output in print and online forms and can be used for
training materials, online help, and other purposes.

Neshamkin recited a litany of benefits, including:
· Information can be reused
· Development and maintenance time are reduced
· Print and online documentation are in sync
· Consistent information across documentation

reduces support costs

A company must weigh the benefits to determine if
single sourcing is right for them, Neshamkin said. If it’s
producing very similar documents for different products, if
it’s customizing information for different clients, then
single sourcing is a good choice. If it’s producing multiple
outputs with overlapping controls and has a limited budget,
then single sourcing is also a good choice.

“We don’t see too many people like
him, and his input makes my job much easier.”

Single sourcing: advance planning saves time and money

Companies deciding to single
source can do so in a series of steps.
First, a company must determine the
kind of documentation
it wants to produce,
such as training
materials and user
guides.  Then it has to
define the structure of
the documentation,
identifying which
sections will be used for
different types of
output, Neshamkin said.

To do this, you
must identify the types of information
needed, and then “chunk” or break
down the information and identify
what it’s for. Single sourcing uses tags
to identify information that is to

appear in printed or online versions.
The tags also identify information that
is to be hidden in a printed or online
document. They allow conditional text
and graphics to appear in one docu-

ment, but not in another.

After identifying the
information types that will
be used in all documenta-
tion to be produced from
this single source, the
work of writing for reuse
begins. Neshamkin said
writers should use the
inverted pyramid approach
in their single source
writing, placing the most

important material at the beginning of
a section and placing the less impor-
tant information at the end. He said
writers must be aware of the con-
straints of each medium that will use

the material, such as how much
information older audiences can
absorb from a Web page.

Companies must select proven
single sourcing tools, Neshamkin said.
The best tools give complete control
over the look and feel of both printed
and online documentation. They allow
users to embed hypertext for online
use without compromising the
appearance of printed materials.

Neshamkin cited single sourcing
tools now on the market, including the
one he uses in his own business, The
Paul Neshamkin Group, a consulting
and training firm. Tools include:
